experience. Celebrate Israel's 70th Independence Day in Israel! 

  APRIL 16th – 25th, 2018 (Pleasant Spring time) 
MON, 16 APR:  Flight from Miami, New York or Chicago Dinner, movies and breakfast on 
board.  
  
TUE. 17 APR: Arrival Tel Aviv. Airport assistance. Transfer to our Tel Aviv beach front 
hotel and check-in. If time permits, we will have a panoramic tour. Dinner at our hotel. 
Evening participation in a memorial ceremony for the 23,244 who fell defending Israel. 
  
WED 18 APR: Tel Aviv.  Memorial Day. Participate at the Ceremony at the Armored 
Corps Memorial center at Latroun (11:00 AM). Return for a panoramic tour of Tel Aviv 
including a visit to the Independence Hall where David Ben Gurion declared the 
establishment of the State of Israel in 1948. Afternoon Back to the hotel for dinner and 
overnight rest. 
  
THURS 19 APR: Independence Day! Watch the IAF air show from your hotel. Visit 
Jaffa. Free time for beach or personal activities. Optional tour to Ayalon Institute – the 
underground (literally) ammunition factory during the British Mandate time. Dinner at your 
hotel. 
 
FRI    We FRI. 20 Apr. North bound. Visit Caesarea – The Roman Port city built by King 
Herod. Ascend to Mt. Carmel for an o an overview over beautiful Haifa. Continue to Rosh 
HaNikra Grottos -  a geologic formation  located on the coast of the Mediterranean Sea, in 

the Western Galilee. It is a white chalk cliff face which opens up into spectacular grottos. 
Arrive to our Sea of Galilee hotel for dinner. 

 

SAT. 21 Apr.:  Shabbat Rest or an Optional Day – Drive to Misgav Am, an 
observation point near the Lebanese border. Ascend Golan Heights for an over view 
at Syria from a former IDF bunker. Watch the video about the fierce tank battle of the 
Yom Kippur War. Stop at Shalom Observation for a view of the Sea of Galilee as 
seen by the Syrians until 1967.Drive to the Dead Sea for dinner and overnight. 

SUN 22 APR: Masada and Dead Sea     Time to enjoy the Dead Sea – nature’s gift 
for your skin. We ascend Masada by cable car. Here 700 Jews chose to commit group 
suicide rather than fall into Roman hands. This fortress has become very symbolic. If 
you are a hiker, join us to climb Massada on the Snake Trail to see an amazing 
sunrise. Arrive Jerusalem for dinner and overnight. 
 

MON 23 Apr: start the day at Yad Vashem, the Holocaust Museum.  As you enter 
this place, you walk from dark to light. From the darkest times of mankind to the light of 
Jerusalem. Like the prophesy of Ezekiel 37:1-14 'Son of man, these bones are the 
people of Israel. Therefore, prophesy and say to them: ‘This is what the 
Sovereign LORD says: My people, I am going to open your graves and bring you up 
from them; I will bring you back to the land of Israel'.  This prophecy is embedded in 
Yad Vashem. Six million perished in the Holocaust, but only three years later, the 
State of the Jewish People was born, and now it is strong and flourishing.  
Today we also visit the Israel Museum, house of the Shrine of the Book, where the 
Dead Sea scrolls are exhibited. We also see here a model of Jerusalem during the 
Second Temple time (Jesus time). Next, we will visit the Machne Yehuda market – the 
famous Jerusalem food market. Continue to the Western Wall   This is the only 
remnant of the Second Temple, destroyed by the Romans in 70AD. Back to our hotel 
for dinner and overnight.  
 
TUES 24 Apr. Ascend Mount of Olives for a magnificent overview of Jerusalem. Visit 
an Israeli Hi Tech company. Possible meeting with Jerusalem Police. Farewell 
dinner and overnight. 

 
WED 25 Apr.: Airport transfer. Flight back home. Afternoon arrival in Miami.   
  Welcome home! You have just returned from a lifetime experience!
